Article 2 General
Sec. 8-1 Waivers

Waivers may be granted by the Board of Adjustments for specific provisions of the various building codes by a 4/5ths majority.  Requests for waivers must be in writing, detailing the specific provisions where waivers are desired along with justifications for these waivers.

Sec. 8-2 Building Official; Assistants
The building official shall be the Public Works Director.  The Building Official, with the approval of the Mayor, may appoint such number of code enforcement officers, sanitarians, assistants and other employees as shall be authorized from time to time by the City Council. 
Sec. 8-3 Inspection Fees for After Hours, Weekends and Holidays

A fee for each inspection service performed after normal city business hours, or on weekends and holidays shall be charged to the person or entity requesting such inspection as provided for in the fee schedule found in Chapter 15 of this Code.

Sec. 8-4 Copy of Codes Available for Public Inspection

A true, accurate and correct copy of said 2003 International Codes, including said appendices, be, and the same is hereby ordered and directed filed as a public document with the City Secretary where the same shall be kept and maintained in the office for inspection by anyone.
